This agreement aims to double the size of the production unit of
Aircelle established in Nouasser — Casablanca, since 2005.

French group JPR-CAP, concerns the creation of Mohican Morocco , the new industrial
branch of the group which will be set up on 8 000 sgm in the Nouasseur Aeropol.

Alongside the official opening chaired by H.E. Prime Minister, Abbas El FASSI, and the various conferences organised
in conjunction with the show, the daily flying display was a fundamental part of Aeroexpo Marrakech.

The display included a selection of historical to modern and civil to military aircrafts flown by professional pilots and
crews, particularly those of the patrol "La Marche Verte", "the Patrol Alpha Jet", the aerobatic show of the flight fighter
F-16 (Lockheed Martin), the show of C 130 of the FRA, “the Wings of the Friendship France-Morocco Patrol: Dassault
Flamand, Bronco, Fouga Zéphyr", and “ the Para of the Atlas: parachutists of the FRA"
